Portland, Oregon (November 19, 2024) — The Oregon Association of Nurseries is 
now accepting booth applications for the 2025 Farwest Show, a trade show and 
conference serving the national nursery and greenhouse industry.  

 
The show will take place August 20–22, 2025 at the Oregon Convention Center in 
Portland, Oregon. The show was founded in 1973 and recently celebrated its 50th 
anniversary. Each year, it brings together growers, suppliers, service providers, 
retail garden centers, landscape designers, and buyers under one roof, providing 
a golden opportunity for making new connections and renewing existing ones, too.
